EXPERENTIAL LEARNING

The Guru begins the process of letting us know
the various components of the Raga like Vadi
Samvadi, swar visthaar etc and demonstraits the
same for us through notation work. Knowledge
of Rhythemic decates the pace at which the
entire performance goes and hence has an
enormous effect on the vocal itself.
